FORT WORTH - Mayfest weathered one of the most damaging hail storms of all 
time in 1995 and again made national news when the festival was canceled due 
to health concerns surrounding the H1N1 virus in 2009.  Despite these hurdles, 
Mayfest returns to Trinity Park for the 38th annual festival on April 29-May 2.   
  
In honor of Tax Day on April 15, Mayfest will tip its hat to Uncle Sam and 
offer online discount tickets to the festival for $4.15.  To purchase the discount 
tickets on April 15, log onto www.mayfest.org and enter the Code: TAXDAY.  In 
addition to easing the burden of paying taxes on April 15, purchasing tickets 
online alleviates waiting in line at the gates of Mayfest to purchase tickets.  
Tickets purchased at the festival gates are $8.00 for adults, $5.00 for children 6-
12 years, and free for children 5 years and under.   
 
Once inside the festival gates, patrons can take advantage of free attractions 
including the award winning Tom Thumb Children's Area which features over 20 
activities, Great American Duck Races, Disc Connected K-9’s Frisbee Dog 
Show, and All American Lumberjack Show.  In addition, music and entertainment 
can be seen and heard across the 33 acre park as bands and local community 
groups perform on seven stages.  Mayfest is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit festival.   
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
